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Participation in Non-OUSC Approved Program Events
Oceanside United Soccer Club’s youth programs are intended to be inclusive. They are open to all registered players in a particular program (intramural, rec league) or team (travel). We do not condone the pre-determination and selection of only specific registered players to participate in selected soccer events (i.e. leagues, tournaments, et al.)

Issues have surfaced year after year regarding the participation of OUSC teams in these events without soliciting the entire age group or team. Specifically this includes participation in winter leagues and tournaments (indoor or outdoor).  As such, we have chosen to provide some much needed clarity and guidance to what has otherwise been a gray area.  
· Within the Intramural Program, neither Coordinators nor any Coaches are eligible to register any teams consisting of OUSC players for Tournaments or Leagues without the expressed prior consent and approval of the OUSC Intramural Committee.  The Committee will make the determination if our players will be participating in such an event and will be responsible for initiating contact with the players within each eligible age group to solicit interest from both player's families and Coaches in order to determine the level of interest in participation.

Should OUSC decide to consider sending teams out to an event, we (intramural committee) will contact all of the coaches to solicit interest in coaching a team(s).  In addition, we will send out an invitation to all registered players within an age group asking for parents to revert back to us with their interest and commitment in attending via e-mail, or telephone if necessary.  Coaches are not in a position to pass on player interest or commitment in attending; we must be contacted by the parents of players interested in participating in the event directly.   Once we have received commitments from the coaches and players, we will advise all involved of team and coaching assignments.  At that time, coaches will perform the typical duties of registering the team and handling all communications with the players assigned to the team for that event.

· In addition, travel teams who wish to register for winter leagues or (indoor or outdoor) tournament play must make participation available to all players on their team.  Travel team players are asked to make an annual commitment to the team that they join and as such, we feel it is only right for the Club, Coaches and the team to reciprocate in a similar manner by offering these playing opportunities to all carded players on a team.
· Rec league program teams, due to their potential participation in both intramural and travel sanctioned events, will follow protocol as designated by the program coordinator.  In the spirit of fairness, this protocol will follow the OUSC policy of inclusion, providing all registered players and Coaches in an age group the same opportunity to participate in OUSC approved program events. No Rec team may participate in any outside program without the prior approval of the program coordinator.
Should any Coaches, Coordinators, directors or club members attempt to circumvent this process and actively engage in the recruitment, selection, administration and participation of selected OUSC registered players in soccer events not sanctioned, approved and authorized by respective OUSC programs, will be immediately subject to loss of privileges, and immediate suspension by action of the OUSC Board of Directors.

Likewise, affiliated trainers (or training organizations) that actively engage in these practices and activities, will be incur immediate loss of “working privileges’ with OUSC programs, teams subject to a review by the appropriate club designated authority.
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
