Trainer’s Pass Policy & Procedure

Effective January 1, 2010, ALL individual trainers that work with and train an OUSC travel team(s), or provide training and technical support services directly to the club, must maintain (and have on file with OUSC’s TED program) an LIJSL approved trainer's pass. 

In addition to establishing their credentials as a professional trainer, the trainer’s pass confirms that the individual has both Risk Management privileges within ENYYSA, in addition to maintaining General Liability insurance (which most obtain via membership in the NSCAA).
Training organizations that provide services directly to OUSC are required to provide OUSC with a letter stating that all trainers are employees of the training organization, have passed Risk Management and are insured under their company insurance policy/coverage. Additionally, they must provide OUSC with a copy of the certificate of Commercial General Liability insurance naming OUSC as an additional insured party ($1,000,000.00 minimum).
Trainer’s receive approval (good standing) from the OUSC TED program by completing the OUSC Trainer Information Sheet and returning it, along with a copy of their current LIJSL-approved Trainer’s Pass (both sides) to;

The process to obtain an LIJSL-approved Trainer’s Pass includes;
1. $120 Check or Money Order made payable to LIJSL (application fee of $20 and a refundable

Conduct bond of $100 or to renew existing pass include a check for the $20 application fee and Old pass must be returned or another one will not be issued)

2. Current passport size photo

3. Self addressed stamped envelope

4. Receipt of online registration from www.enysoccer.com for Risk Management that states

Congratulations you have been cleared with full name on it.

5. Certificate of Commercial General Liability insurance is required upon application for the pass.
